SESSION HIGHLIGHTSðMay 17, 2016 
 

¶ Fellowship Ministry reported on a great 
reception for the Confirmation Class, 
and a planned reception honoring our 
graduates.

¶ The Building & Grounds Team reported 
that the improvements to the lighting of 
the bell tower are complete.  On 
recommendation of B&G, Session 
approved purchase of a new 
dehumidifier. 

¶ B&G reported it had discovered an 
antique safe belonging to OPC.  This 
safe is not in use.  Session approved 
allowing the sale of the safe on the 
internet. 

¶ Session voted to accept the proposal of 
Church Mutual Insurance for insurance 
of OPC. 

¶ Worship Ministry reported that our 
Pentecost services were well attended.  
There will be A BUG (Acolytes, Beadles, 
Ushers, Greeters) training on June 12. 

¶ Registrations for Vacation Bible School 
are beginning to come in. 
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¶ Mission Ministry has decided to provide 
ñBlessing Bagsò for clients of the Laurel 
Center. 

¶ Session approved the recommendation 
of the Mission Ministry to support 
Rebekah Wittôs year as a YAV, as 
needed, up to $1,500. 

¶ The recent Red Cross Blood Drive 
collected 23 units of blood. 

¶ The OPC 280 Team reported that, to 
date, $90,111 had been pledged to OPC 
280, with $78,631 already collected.  On 
the recommendation of the Team, 
Session voted to allow Building & 
Grounds to spend up to $75,000 to get 
started on the most urgent projects. 

¶ The Community Garden has been 
planted. 

¶ Session authorized the creation of a 
team to start a long range planning 
process, keeping in mind that as a 
ñSailboat Churchò our first priority is to 
discern where God is calling us to be. 

¶ Session asked the Youth Council to 
suggest ways that we can make our 
young people more involved in the 
leadership of the church. 

¶ After considering the nominations, 
Session selected Graham Taylor as 
Opequonôs 2016 Older Adult of the

On April 17th, following the 11:00 a.m. worship 
service, the Administration Ministry officially 
kicked off the OPC 280 Capital Campaign 
honoring Opequon Churchôs 280 years of 
ministry.  As was evidenced by the slide 
presentation, the facility needs of Opequon are 
many and varied. 
        There are informational sheets located in 
the Gathering Area.  The slide presentation 
and FAQs are available for download on the 
church website and were sent to all members 
with e-mail. 
        The main goal of OPC 280 is to solve long 
term facility issues around Opequon as well as 
reestablishing a rainy day fund specifically for 
facility needs in order to prevent withdrawals 
from church reserves.  A byproduct of the OPC 
280 effort is the freeing up of monies that would 
normally compete with other important 
ministries including mission opportunities.   

Youôll notice an OPC 280 envelope & 
donor card in the pews.  As you feel called and

OPCôs Faith Community Nurse 
 

Fireworks are synonymous with 
our celebration of Independence 
Day. Yet, the thrill of fireworks can 

also bring pain. 230 people on average go to the 
emergency room every day with fireworks-related 
injuries in the month around the July 4th holiday. 
Follow these safety tips when using fireworks:   
Å Never allow young children to play with or 

ignite fireworks. 
Å Avoid buying fireworks that are packaged in 

brown paper because this is often a sign 
that the fireworks were made for 
professional displays and that they could 
pose a danger to consumers. 

Å Always have an adult supervise fireworks 
activities. Parents don't realize that young 
children suffer injuries from sparklers. 
Sparklers burn at temperatures of about 
2,000 degrees-hot enough to melt some 
metals. 

Å Never place any part of your body directly 
over a fireworks device when lighting the 
fuse. Back up to a safe distance 
immediately after lighting fireworks. 

Å Never try to re-light or pick up fireworks that 
have not ignited fully. 

Å Never point or throw fireworks at another 
person. 

Å Keep a bucket of water or a garden hose 
handy in case of fire or other mishap. 

Å Light fireworks one at a time, then move 
back quickly. 

Å Never carry fireworks in a pocket or shoot 
them off in metal or glass containers. 

Å After fireworks complete their burning, 
douse the spent device with plenty of water 
from a bucket or hose before discarding it 
to prevent a trash fire. 

Å Make sure fireworks are legal in your area 
before buying or using them. 

Å Alcohol and fireworks do not mix.   
Å Wear safety glasses when shooting 

fireworks.
